1. Title page (In case of theses written in languages other than English, a separate English
translation of the title page should be included)

2. Plagiarism checking: All theses must include a certificate of plagiarism checking as per rules
applicable at the time of submission of thesis approved by the relevant authority of the University.

4. Abstract (In case of theses written in languages other than English, a separate English translation
of the Abstract page should be included)
Declaration from Researcher regarding permission for reproduction & distribution of the content
Certificate of Supervisor regarding the originality of the work and suitability for final submission
and award the Degree

Dedication
List of Figures, Tables, Abbreviations, etc.
